the proposed Zoning Law. Two public informational meetings were held in February, which were very well
attended. The Planning Board is now in the process of reviewing the comments and feedback that were
received during the informational meetings. The Planning Board will then turn the proposed Zoning Law over
to the Town Board for their review and action. A public hearing will then be held for further public comments
in the near future. Please remember, it is the homeowners/businesses responsibility to maintain their property
for the betterment of the community, and possible future residential and commercial growth.

The Park Committee will be having a picnic on Sunday, May 12th at 12:00 p.m. at Trestle Park to open a
new season in the Town parks. The Committee also plans to dedicate a plaque in honor of Bob Eichenberger
for his many years of service to the Town Park Committee.

Mill Pond located between Mill Pond Road and Swamp Road was created to supply water power to a mill
located on the east end of the pond north of the dam, if you look closely you can see the sluiceway. The other
use was for ice. I can find evidence that ice was cut on the pond as early as 1903, in 1905 all the ice cut on the
pond went to Buffalo. There are many stories about the pond: the island in the middle was supposedly
constructed to launch fireworks from on the Fourth of July. The depth of the pond is approximately 11 feet at the

east end.

It is now time for the annual No Open Burn Period:

Friday March 16, 2013 is the start of this year’s No Open Burning Period, which lasts until midnight Wednesday
May 15, 2013. During this time frame, most open burning is not allowed.

From May 16 until March 15, campfires and cooking fires are allowed as long as they are less than three feet in
height, and less than four feet in length and width or diameter. Celebratory Bonfires are also permitted during this
period.

Also be aware that if a person starts a fire and that fire gets away from them and causes damage or injury then the
person, who started the fire, may be held liable for the damage or injury.

Burn Barrels are no longer permitted at any time.

Agricultural fires are allowed as long as they meet the requirements of DEC regulation 6 NYCRR Part 215, Open
Fires. These fires have a number of requirements including that they cannot burn for more than 24 hours and like
all fires they must be attended while burning and there must be the means to put the fire out on location, etc.

If you are going to have a campfire, bonfire, or controlled agricultural burn please contact either the local fire
department or the Dispatch Center at 343-5000 as everyone has a cell phone these days and when they are driving
by and see a fire they all want to do the right thing and call it in. The fire department then gets dispatched.
